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* When swimming up to a turtle, avoid loud noises as it
may scare them away ;

* Minimise splashing and talking.

* If you see a turtle swimming towards you, keep still and
avoid sudden movements.

* Keep your distance with the turtle if you see a turtle
coming up the beach.

* Approach the turtle carefully from behind after she
started laying eggs.

* When approaching a turtle, always approach from the
side as it gives them a clear view of you and a clear path
ahead of them if they want to swim away.
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* Give enough space to the turtles resting

under overhangs and do not swim above them and
approach from the side as they need to come to the
surface to breathe
